Product Usage 
 
How to use Jeyes Fluid 
GENERAL DISINFECTION  

Wash down or spray all surfaces: 80ml (4 tablespoons) to 5 litres of water. 
Sinks, Drains, Lavatories:  
Do not use if connected to septic tank.  Flush daily 80ml (4 tablespoons) to 5 litres of water. 
Contagious/Infectious Diseases:  
For washing floors and utensils use 160ml (8 tablespoons) to 5 litres of water. 
 
 
STERILISATION  
Garden Soil:  
For prevention of soil-borne damping off diseases prior to planting.  Use 40ml (2 tablespoons) to 5 litres 
 of water and saturate the soil with 10 litres of this mixture per square metre.  Plant in the soil after 14 days. 
Potting and Glasshouse Soil:   
Mix 80ml (4 tablespoons) to 5 litres of water and saturate soil.  Turn the soil after 7 days and plant in the 
 soil after a further 14 days. 
Preparing glasshouses, frames, pots:  
Wash with a solution of 80ml (4 tablespoons) to 5 litres of water. 
NOTE WELL:  POLYSTYRENE POTS SHOULD NOT BE TREATED WITH JEYES FLUID 
 
PRESERVATION  
Preserving Wooden Seed Boxes:  
Paint with a solution of equal parts of Jeyes Fluid and water. 
 
PAINT BRUSHES:  
Cleaning Paint Brushes:  
Jeyes Fluid is particularly useful for cleaning dried-out paint brushes.  Immerse in neat Jeyes Fluid for a  
few days, then rinse in warm soapy water.
